This is true for all providers except LARC and LPDAAC_ECS.  LPDAAC has chosen to leave their 
default configuration to false because of how they manage their ACLs.  LARC did not make the 
change because they were waiting on the ability to update rules in PUMP.  This is a new capability 
in ECHO/PUMP 10.7.

As a quick review, ECS and ECHO 9.0 providers who have their default visibility set to true must 
have an ACL restricting view to all collections (safety net) and then ACLs allowing visibility to their 
data based upon the provider's specific access requirements.
